This man did not ask 
for the kind of "mercy" requested by the lepers who saw Jesus pass 
their way. The phrase translated here as "be merciful" is more 
properly interpreted as, "be gracious" or "look upon me with 
kindness." This man's prayer admits that, before God, we are all 
beggars longing for God's smile.  Only those who have begun to 
understand God's own humility, only those who understand that love 
is the one invincible power on earth, can begin to speak God's 
language.  When we pray, "God, be gracious to me," we are doing 
nothing more or less than asking God to be God.
