From the Pastor’s Desk

TODAY’S FEAST: Throughout Jesus' ministry, the disciples were
accustomed to hearing Jesus speak of God as his Father, the source of
his life, the one whose mission he was carrying out and whose reign
he was revealing. They saw him as a prophet — perhaps the Messiah.
Matthew portrays Jesus as saying two key things before he departs.
First, he tells the disciples to make and baptize disciples in the name
of the Father, Son and Spirit. Matthew's intention here was not to
teach theology but to propel disciples into mission. Jesus
commissioned his disciples to share their faith in God, knowing that
mission is a spiraling experience: As we share our faith, we grow in
it; as we grow, we are ever more impelled to share our faith. A
community that lives mission will be an ever-growing and changing
image of God in our world.
